Hotel Helios is belonging to the same company and it is about 3 minutes walk from Hotel Juventus.

Location: The Hotel is situated on the beach of lake Velence, in the Village of Velence (Central Hungary, County Fejér). 

How to get there:

From the Airport: Take an airport minibus (a small shuttle bus, which can be order at the arrival gate in the Airport Ferihegy) to the South Railway Station, called Déli Pályaudvar, shortly Déli Pu. Here take a train (please be carefull, because only the slow trains are stopping in Velence), till Velence. When you arrive to Velence train station there is two possibility. First is walking towards the center of the city on the Tópart street, and after 400 m you will see the sign of the Hotel (Hotel Juventus). It takes around 10 minutes walk. If your luggages are too heavy to walk with, please call the Hotel reception at the phone number (36) 06 22 589 330, and they will send a small minibus to bring you to the Hotel. The registration will be at the Hotel Juventus reception. Some of us will live in one other small Hotel, in Hotel Helios, which is very close to Hotel Juventus (3 min. walk), and after registration one of us will show the accommodation to everybody, who is living there. 

Airport Minibus
The Budapest Airport Minibus operation is similar to that of a taxi service i.e. door-to-door, with the difference that on the way to the airport the 8-11-seater minibuses pick up passengers living in one part of the city while shuttles from the airport to the city also take passengers living in roughly the same area. For this reason it is necessary to reckon on a longer transfer time than a taxi. Within Budapest the Minibus charge is for one way: HUF 2300, return: HUF 3900 and one way with Budapest Card: HUF 1950. Bookings should be made at least 24 hours beforehand on (+36 1) 296-8555.

Via public transport

Airport buses (No.: 200) run from the Kõbánya-Kispest terminus, metro line 3 (blue line), to Ferihegy Terminals 1 and 2. If someone is choosing public transport they have to take metro line 3 from Kőbánya-Kispest to Deák tér (Deák square) and change to metro line 2 (red line) to the direction of Déli pályaudvar, where the train station is located.

The metro lines are leaving in every 5-7 minutes, depending on the period of the day.

By car

If someone comes by car from Budapest of from via Austria, Velence is located in between Budapest and Székesfehérvár. From Budapest you have to come on the M7 highway till Kápolnásnyék, and then turn to Velence Center, and you will find the sign of the Hotel on the main street. If someone comes from Asutria on M1 highway, they have to follow the ring turning to M7 highway, and follow the above-mentioned way.
