Aim
The aim of the workshop is to develop future visions for 2020 to 2030 on sustainable cereal production. This will encompass our understanding of recent developments in cereal production and our working towards joint visions, design, and analysis of future sustainable cereal production systems.

Background

To become sustainable, agriculture has to address a number of important drivers including adaptation to, and mitigation of, climate change, loss of soil fertility and biodiversity, as well as concerns over the supply and safety of energy and food. Expertise from the SUSVAR Network can help in governing a sustainable future development with respect to plant breeding and cereal production.
Discussions at the workshop towards our future visions will deal with the role of cereal breeding, cereal variety testing, cereal production and cereal products in relation to some of the following topics (in alphabetic order) considered to be important in the development of sustainable agriculture: 

1. Crop and soil management

2. Economics at the farmer and national level 

3. Energy production

4. Human and animal nutrition 

5. Land use  

6. Legal matters 
7. Participation of stakeholders 

8. Processing of cereals 

We expect that the outcomes of the workshop will be:

· A broader understanding of future sustainable cereal production.

· Publications that outline our visions of possible sustainable futures and strategies to obtain them.
