Practical arrangements

PRACTICAL ARRANGEMENTS

Location. The meeting will be held at Tomejil experimental station which is located in Carmona, approximately 30 km east of Sevilla. Tomejil is a 274 ha dryland farm that is dedicated to research and experimentation for more than 60 yrs. It is considered representative of Andalusia “Campiña”, with good and deep soils (> 60% clay). Since 1982, Tomejil hosts a long-term experiment with different tillage systems.

Accommodation has been arranged in Hotel Alcazar de la Reina, an old fortress (15th century) that was restored in 1999. The hotel is located in the historical center of Carmona an old village with roman architecture and Muslim influence. For more information about the hotel, visit: www.hoteldelareina.com.

Prices will be 96,30 euros (single) or 112,35 euros (double) for bed and breakfast (taxes included). Those interested on booking should contact Jose Maria Urbano (urbano@us.es) as soon as possible. Please keep in mind that March is a busy month in Sevilla area because there is a lot of tourism. Thus late booking cannot be guaranteed.

Travel. The best way to reach Carmona is through Sevilla, the capital of the province and the region. You can arrive to Sevilla either by plane or by train. 

In www.aena.es, you can access to all Spanish airports websites. Selecting Sevilla airport you can see that there are a number of low costs companies flying there.

Another option is to fly to Madrid and then take a fast train to Sevilla. There is a good underground communication from Madrid (Barajas) airport to Madrid (Atocha) train station. Train tickets can be bought at www.renfe.es.

Once in Sevilla, you can take a taxi to the Hotel in Carmona, but this can be expensive (60 euros). We are planning to hire a microbus to collect the people at the train station and at the airport. Bus schedule will be fixed once we know the time of arrivals.
