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Aims: The description of differences between genotypes in their reaction in yield, quality and N-utilisation under droughted conditions in comparison to ambient conditions; combination with the trials of Saatzucht Donau and Saatzucht Edelhof (selection on length of coleoptiles, length of radicle, length of the sprout of seedling, trials on locations with extremely low pH-value); Description of this character in the Austrian recommendation list of varieties. 

Experiments: 10 winter wheat varieties will be assessed over three years under organic management in a split-plot-design with two levels of water supply at 2 locations in the pannonic region. Similar experiments are also carried out on soy bean and four legumes.
Analytical Aspects: Quality aspects (esp N utilisation) will be analysed.
