Variety research in cereals for the national catalogue in Belgium

Aim: to determine the value for cultivation and use of new varieties, in comparison with already registered varieties

Experiments: yearly about 45 winter wheat, 20 winter barley, 5 triticale varieties were tested at 6 to 9 locations in the different agricultural regions. The trials were set up in co-operation with the Département Production Végétale (CRA-Gembloux).The trials were executed without use of fungicides or growth regulators. The input of fertilizers is moderate. The philosophy of the Committee for the registering of new varieties on the national catalogue is to admit only varieties with a good resistance against the most important diseases of cereals. Furthermore parameters such as yield, winter hardiness, resistance to lodging and quality are important.
