Evaluation of varieties of genus Triticum L. for organic farming
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Aim: 
Creation and testing methodology for evaluation of organic farming wheat varieties of genus Triticum L. (Triticum aestivum, Triticum diccocum, Triticum monococcum, Triticum spelta) 
Description of experiments
The experiments will be carried out in order to allow the evaluation of the chosen morphological, biological, economical and qualitative features according to the proposed methodology. The evaluation of the morphological and biological features will be carried out directly in the field conditions according to the procedures which will be described in the methodology. When evaluating the degree of the affection by diseases and pests, we should use the natural infection environment on the field. The economical features (productivity of spike) will be evaluated on the basis of the postharvest analysis carried out in laboratories. The chosen qualitative indicators will be evaluated according to ICC Standard Methods.

Statistical or mathematical modelling
Suitable statistic methods of Statistica programme will be used for the annual evaluation of field trials in dependence on an actual need.
