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Consideration of interplot interference in design and analysis of variety trials
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Aim: To investigate the importance of interplot interference in variety trials (conventional and organic). To evaluate statistical models and experimental designs that allow unbiased comparison of variety performance.

Analysis: Re-analysis of conventional and organic variety trials. Incorporate effects that model competion from neighbouring plots into statistical models (analysis of covariance; neighbour balanced designs). Evaluation of experimental designs, that minimize bias due to interplot interference (Grouping of varieties, wider plots, harvest of plot center). Consideration of geostatistical models.
