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Aim: To explain the interaction between environments and varieties – including the interaction between variety and growing method (conventional or organic) and to describe the interactions using variety and environment specific growth characteristics.

Analyses: Analyses of existing multi-environmental cereal variety trials using different statistical methods such as different regression methods, mixed models and AMMI.
