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Aim: There has been a significant increase of durum wheat acreage in Spain in the last decade that was not accompanied by a sufficient amount of research on 
potential constraints. Thus, there is a number of cultivars available to farmers with good quality and yield, but lacking resistance to major diseases like rust and septoria. The purpose of this project is to introduce resistance by a backcrossing programme into high yielding cultivars.
Experiments: 1) field testing for yield parameter, 2) disease screening, 3) crossing and backcrossing programme, 4) breeding
