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B: Variety research in winter wheat and triticale for organic farming systems.
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Financing body and period: Action CPER Bretagne (2002-2006), ONIC (2003- 2004).

Aim: to determine if cereals cultivars created for integrated farming are suitable for organic

farming.

Experiments: about 35 winter wheat and 10 triticale varieties are screened for suitability for

organic farming on four locations. The research protocol includes characteristics such as disease

resistance, weed competitiveness and baking quality and yield. The system is compared with

results of testing the same varieties in integrated farming trials.

Analytical aspects: Statistics, genetics, assessing baking quality, development of screening

methods, Agronomical diagnosis from plant revealers of limiting factors.
