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Aim: To compare wheat landraces and commercial varieties under biological cultivation.  To determine if local wheat cultivars and they offsprings, are suitable for organic farming.
Experiments: The wheat landraces crossed with commercial varieties for F1s and will be backcrossed and selected in the succeeding generations for developing genotypes for organic farming.
