Variety mixtures of barley
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Aim: 

The aim of the project is to identify problems in Icelandic barley cultivation where variety mixtures can be of use.  The focus is on three themes; 1) Disease problems due to Scald (Rynchosporium secalis) 2) Weed problems in grass seeding after rotation with barley 3) Lodging and straw break in barley fields.

Experiments:

Field experiments in two locations in Iceland in summer 2005 in cooperation with Lars Reitan in Norway.  Plots will be evaluated for Rynchosporium infestation and weed pressure and scored for lodging.  Yield measurements will be made in fall 2005.  Further field trials in 2006 and testing in farmers’ fields.
