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Aim: Testing of durum wheat varieties under organic farming conditions with main concern to their response to previous crop, particularly in terms of grain yield and quality, competitive ability against weeds (crop plant habit, morphology and growth rates) and disease resistance. Identification of plant traits useful for discriminating varieties suitable for organic systems.

Experiments: 1) About 20-25 varieties of durum wheat will be evaluated for suitability for organic farming. 2) The behaviour of 3 durum wheat varieties will be studied within a long-term trial aimed to compare different organic and conventional systems (including different crop rotations).

Analytical aspects: VCU; evaluation of response of durum wheat varieties to organic farming for quality parameters (pasta and bread making: protein and gluten content; rheological characteristics).
