Phenotypical characteristics of barley varieties included in mixtures compared in field trials.
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The three Norwegian barley varietes Tiril, Lavrans and Gaute are compared in laboratory experiments during 2007. Seed from two seasons are compared to study the interaction between year of production/seed age and variety. Early development is characterised by a detailed Zadocs scale (two decimals). The ability of the varieties to penetrate a double layer of paper placed 5 cm below the soil surface has been studied. Nutrient uptake and root mass will be studied in further experiments.
